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A single specimen (535 mm in standard length) of a lutjanid
fish Lutjanus sebae (Cuvier, 1816) was collected from Shima,
Mie Prefecture, Japan in June 2020. In Japanese waters, the spe-
cies has previously been recorded from Okinawa, Kagoshima,
Ehime, Kochi, Wakayama, Shimane and Hyogo prefectures, and
Ogasawara Islands. Although the species had once been record-
ed from Mie Prefecture based on a photograph, no specimen
of the species collected from there was known to date. In this
account, we describe the present specimen in detail as the first
specimen-based record of the species from Mie Prefecture and
the northernmost and easternmost records from the Pacific coast
of Honshu Island, Japan.
